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Man charged with stealing thousands of
pounds worth of cigarettes in

Detectives investigating burglaries at two businesses in Portsmouth have
charged a man.

Magistrates court this morning.

It is also alleged he broke into the Bookers warehouse on Williams Road on July
14 this year and stole £7,200 worth of cigarettes.
